 Proposal For Artists
‘A massive earthquake, the seventh largest recorded in history, struck the east coast of Japan on Friday 11 March.The earthquake, measuring 9.0 on the Richter scale, triggered a tsunami which hit the east coast of Japan with 7-metre-high waves, leaving a trail of destruction.

More than 2,000 people have died in the disaster and some 2,000 are injured. The number of confirmed dead is expected to rise to around 10,000. The earthquake triggered fires and caused severe damage to buildings, leaving 1.2 million homes without electricity and 1.4 million without water.’

Since the British Red Cross set up Japan Tsunami Appeal on 11th March, another thousand lives have been lost, two more massive earthquakes hit Japan, and people in Japan are leading their lives in the fear of ongoing aftershocks and nuclear radiation.

As a Japanese Artist living in London, I have been seeking a way to raise people’s long-term awareness about this terrible disaster in the form of an art event. Like me, there are thousands of Japanese people living in the UK, not knowing what to do, feeling devastated and powerless. A singular person’s ability and power are limited: we cannot reverse time or revive the lives that have been sadly lost.  But together we can make a difference through this art event by remembering this catastrophe and hopefully raising money to help Japan.

It has been reported it will take around 5-7years to recover from the damage it has caused. So anything you can do to help is greatly needed and appreciated, be it a donation or even simply promoting awareness of this disaster. It is important not to forget that Japan needs your long-term, and continuous support.

This calls for unity, together we can do something.

Art Event

There will be a one-night art event, which will take place at City & Guilds of London Art School on Thursday 14th April. All the money raised from this event will be donated to Japan Society Tohoku Relief Fund. Images of all the artworks will be going online for a certain period of time after the event. They will be available for purchase on Art School’s website with a link for donation if unsold on the night of the event. Purchase of the artwork will be sold on first-come-first -serve basis, and all prices will be fixed,  but If the buyer wishes to donate more than a fixed amount you are welcome to do so. An exhibition will start at 5 pm, and the sale desk will open from 6:00pm to 8pm. 

Donate a Work

If you are an artist, you can help us by donating your artwork to be sold to raise money for charity. Artists who participate will be asked to create a work on paper within A3 size. Any medium can be used for the work. They are going to be pinned up on the wall of Drawing Studio of City & Guilds of London Art School, to make a consistent display we would like your work mounted on an A3 paper if your work is smaller than A3. 

All donated work will be City & Guilds London Art School’s possession if not claimed and collected two weeks after the online sale is terminated. Artists are required to sign on the back of the work. Buyers will not know who is the artist until they purchase the work. 

There will be a donation box for those who wish to donate on the night, original T-shirts will be available for this event.
